In my last piece | commented on the unsatisfactory nature of sailing clothing before modern proofed synthetics were developed. You
may be amused by this photograph of winter sailing in America - but | don't recollect that raincoats and trilbies were ever common wear
over here for sailing.
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The other photo is of our family boat at Emsworth in about 1947 .Oilskin jackets and coats were just about satisfactory for day boat
sailing but not for serious racing. Long oilskin coats were only for the older generation anyway. In the great days of sail these were all
that was available; they must have been supermen to work the ship and go aloft in a gale in this kit.

Up to at least 1960 you could lay a mooring almost anywhere in Chichester Harbour. We kept our family boat on a mooring we had laid
ourselves in the convenient creek at the bottom of the road and kept a small tender tied to a post at the shoreline.
